System, provided by Lin-Mark Computer Sports.  The Chrontrack D-tag will be attached to 
your race bib and the D-tag must be removed from the bib and attached to your shoes, as 
shown here . NOTE: Championship Chips cannot be used for the races as the D-tag 
technology is different.  You must use the Chronotrack D-tag.
